Selection: The jury constituted by NIDM will select the winner on
the basis of novelty and usefulness of the video for preparedness
and awareness generation for DRR. The video must be original and
not previously submitted or showcase elsewhere.

Conditions and format of film:

The following conditions should be noted-

« The maximum duration of the films should be 5-7 minutes;

« The submissions may be made in acceptable formats such as
WMV, MP4, MKV, AV], etc,;

« Submissions should be made in Standard Definition from 480P

onwards.
